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This week the children have had fun learning all about different types of houses and homes. We have continued to read a non-fiction 
book and have been building homes and talking about their different parts e.g. roof, door, and window.  
 

In Maths Nursery have been learning how to split groups of objects in different ways and recognise the total stays the same. 
Reception have been learning about weight and capacity using language such as heavy, light, full, and empty.   
 
In letters and sounds Nursery have been following phase 1 phonics, including rhyming, alliteration, environmental sounds and songs: 
reading books or singing songs to your child will help them with their listening skills. Reception children have been practicing phase 
2 phonics. Please ask your child to share what they are learning at school with you!
