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Ideas for change 

It would be nice knowing about more about what 

the children are learning each term  

It would be good if we as parents got a bit more 

notice about extra curricular learning projects ie 

child making something at home or dress up days 

as it can sometimes be hard to fit it all in when 

you know that that you have other commitments  

It should be possible to book the ASC during the 

week. Sometimes unforeseen circumstances 

arise and it is necessary to pick up the child from 

school later.  
Parents parking outside the school (it is out of 

the schools control and many reminders have 

been sent out to parents) it is very frustrating 

and it is a danger to the children and others.  

The school lunches, my Daughter used to love 

them but since the change of catering happened 

she no longer enjoys hot meals and I have had to 

put her on pack lunches.   

I would move the pack lunches to inside instead 

of being kept outside. My daughter takes a hot 

lunch in her thermos and since the temperature 

has dropped her food is just warm enough to eat. 

Getting more parents to park responsible the 

head teacher tries her hardest she will approach 

people who park dangerously and messages go 

out unfortunately adults seem to think it’s ok to 

park and put out children in danger still.  

Breakfast club. It would be great to have it start 

15 minutes earlier (8 instead of 8:15) like the 

other near primary school. Please make it easier 

for working parents.  

I’d love for them to maybe start days where the 

parents can come in and sample the school     

dinners with their children! The food looks yum-

my!  

Inform parents of any drop of in learning or    

behaviour ASAP so we can try and help at home 

instead of bringing it up months too late.  

Somewhere safer for parents with multiple chil-

dren in the school to stand whilst waiting for old-

er children to come out.  

I think the school should have more sports,     

netball team/ football team. Not just after school 

sports . 

Messages on dojo are great but some days there 

can be too many to keep track of resulting in  

important messages being missed.  
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How would you like to see Pike Fold develop over the next three to five years 

It would be great to be in a position where you can 

employ a staff member to run forest school so that 

all the children get the benefit and it was something 

that was part of the curriculum for all year groups.

Better areas for parking to ensure I can drop my 

child off safely but also quickly and efficiently.

To be rated Outstanding in the Ofsted report.  More staff for SEN children.
